"Agreement" means all terms and conditions found in Parts Aand B
of this form, any addenda and any additional materials you sign or
We provide at the time of rental. "You" or "Your" means the
person identified as the renter in this Agreement, any person
signing this Agreement, any Authorized Driver and any person or
organization to whom charges are billed by us at its or the renter's
direction. All persons referred to as "you" or "your" are jointly and
severally bound by this Agreement. "We", "Our" or "Us" means
Apollo. "Authorized Driver" means (a) the renter; (b) the renter’s
spouse, (c) the renter’s employer, employee or co-worker if
engaged in business activity with the renter while using the Vehicle,
(d) and any additional driver listed by us on this Agreement. Only
Authorized Drivers are permitted to operate the Vehicle. Each
Authorized Driver must be at least age 21 and possess a valid driver’s
license. “Vehicle" means the recreational vehicle, motor home, truck
camper or other motorized vehicle identified in this Agreement and
any vehicle We substitute for it, and all its tires, tools,
accessories, equipment, appliances, keys and vehicle documents. The
Vehicle is equipped with a tracking device that uses technology to
enable Apollo and our financial partners to better manage and
protect the Vehicles.

Regardless of fault, You are responsible for all damage to or loss of
theft of the Vehicle during Your rental period resulting from any
cause, including, without limitation, damage caused by collisions,
weather, vandalism, road conditions and acts of nature.
Subject to the law in the jurisdiction where the Vehicle was rented,
Your responsibility will include:
a) all physical damage to the Vehicle measured as follows:

i. if We determine that the Vehicle is a total loss the fair market

value of the Vehicle less salvage;

ii. if We determine thatthe Vehicleis repairable:

a. the difference between the value of the Vehicle immediately
before the damage and the value immediately after the damage;

If You do not breach
this Agreement Your responsibility for loss of or damage to the Vehicle
from any cause regardless of fault to a maximum of $1,000 per
occurrence, excluding the items/circumstances in clause 29. Your
responsibility appliesinrespect of each claim, notper rental.
A second Security Deposit will be required to continue the rental - if
You damage the Vehicle before the scheduled Return Date. If the
Vehicle is repairable and the rental will continue, all damages must
be paid at the time the accident/incident is reported to Apollo, not
at the completion of the rental period.
Special notice for rentals commencing in California: Except for
ordinary wear, You are responsible for: (a) physical and mechanical
damage to the Vehicle resulting from collision up to the fair market
value of the Vehicle as determined in the customary market for the sale

The public liability insurance
coverage that covers the registered Drivers is only up to the
statutory limit as stipulated by law of the State You are in at the
time. Thisinsurance amount is normally very low.

Top Service Inclusion:

The maximum SLI insurance covers claims made by third parties
against Us or You (for damageto third parties or their property).
Passengersinthe Vehicle are not counted as third partiesand the
Driver is therefore not insured for claims brought by them against
him/herself.

Property Damage:

You are responsible up to the amount of $1,000 for the cost of
damagetotherentedVehicleas longasthetermsofthiscontacthave
not been breached and excluding items/circumstancesin clause 29.
Subject to applicable law, You are also responsible for the loss of use
for the period the Vehicle is unavailable due to repairs. The Security
Deposit appliesin respect toeach claim, not per rental. The Security
Depositis applicable regardless of who is at fault and must be paid at
the time the accident is reported to Apollo, not at the completion of
therental Period.

You are responsible for paying the charging authorities directly all
tolls (“Tolls”) and all parking citations, photo enforcement fees,
fines for toll evasion, and other fines, fees, and penalties (each a
“Violation”) assessed against You, us or the Vehicle during this
rental. You authorize us to release Your rental information to
governmental authorities and to a Processor for processing and
billing purposes. If We or a Processor pay a Toll or Violation, You
authorize us or the Processor to charge all such payments tothe
credit/debit card You used to pay for this rental. To avoid being fined
for traveling on toll roads Apollo offers TollGuard. TollGuard will
register the Vehicle to avoid fines. You will still be responsible for the
tolls.

Standard Liability: A Security Deposit of $1,000 (the 'Security

Cancellation of Booking/Change of Vehicle: in the event of
unforeseen circumstances beyond our control, rendering the booked
vehicle type unavailable, we reserve the right to substitute a different
vehicle type, or cancel the relocation booking and refund the renters
deposit. This shall not constitute a breach of contract. Only if the
substituted vehicle type offered is unsuitable due to less seatbelts on
offer, is the renter entitled to cancel and have their deposit refunded.
Free Offers: should the chosen relocation involve a ‘free fuel offer” or
“travel allowance”, please ensure this is noted on your contract at
pick-up.

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l. DEFINITIONS

As used on this form:

“Rental Period” means and includes the time period during which the vehicle is in the Guest’s possession, custody or control, and shall include that
period of time stated in the rental agreement as well as any and all additional time beyond the period stated in the rental agreement during which
the vehicle remains within the Guest’s possession, custody or control and before the vehicle is returned to Apollo Motorhome.

“Guest” means and includes any natural person or entity in whose name the Apollo Motorhome vehicle is rented, any authorized driver listed on the
rental agreement, and any natural person operating the Apollo Motorhome vehicle at any time during the Rental Period, regardless of whether that
person was disclosed to Apollo on the rental agreement or otherwise, whether orally or in writing, at any time before or during the Rental Period.
“Incident” means and includes, but is not limited to, all events detailed on the chart on page 2 of 4 of this document entitled “Incident Description.”
As stated below, Incidents must be reported to Apollo immediately, and no later than 24 hours following their occurrence and must be
accompanied by a written accident report and police report or file number, and any information regarding an insurance claim arising from the
Incident, including the insurance company, file number and contact information for the claim handler(s).

“Claim” means any report made to Apollo Motorhome regarding any Incident.

1. CONDITIONS
1. Guest’s Responsibility and Apollo’s Insurance Coverage

Guests are responsible for all injury, damage or loss of any kind they cause to others or to others’ property during the rental period, regardless of
whether any claim for loss was reported to any law enforcement agency or insurance company, and regardless of whether any determination of
fault or no fault is made by any law enforcement agency, insurance company, court, government agency or other forum. Apollo maintains third
party liability insurance for Bodily Injury or Death and Property Damage for the minimum financial responsibility or compulsory limit in the state
where the accident occurs. Said coverage only applies if the renter or authorized driver listed on the rental agreement or other Guest has no
applicable insurance or self-insurance, whether primary, excess, or contingent.

UNLESS REQUIRED BY LAW, APOLLO’S POLICY DOES NOT INCLUDE NO-FAULT, SUPPLEMENTAL NO-FAULT,
UNINSURED/UNDERINSURED MOTORIST COVRAGE OR OTHER OPTIONAL COVERAGE. WHERE SUCH COVERAGE CAN BE REJECTED
APOLLO HAS SO ELECTED TO REJECT COVERAGE. WHERE SUCH COVERAGE IS REQUIRED BY STATE LAW, APOLLO’S POLICY PROVIDES
THE MINIMUM FINANCIAL RESPONSIBILITY LIMITS.

2. Deposit and Maximum Monetary Responsibility of Guest

A deposit of $1,000.00 is required on a major credit card for the collision and comprehensive insurance deductibles as outlined below. The deposit is
refundable upon the return of the vehicle, and only after Apollo has confirmed (1) that the vehicle was returned in the same condition in which it
had been at the inception of the rental period, and (2) that the vehicle was not involved in any accidents, incidents, or other events during the rental
period for which any insurance claim or law enforcement report has been made or which may reasonably be anticipated. Any Guest that is involved
in an Incident will have their deposit held (to the maximum charge listed below), for a minimum of 60 days until the Incident claim is closed. Claims
that are less than the deposit amount will have the difference refunded to the Guest upon the closing of the Incident Claim. The Guest is responsible
for the maximum charge detailed below where expenses include, but are not limited to: towing, storage fees, damage to the Apollo Motorhome
vehicle, damage to third party property, injury claims, insurance adjuster fees, and legal fees, including attorneys’ fees and costs. Our insurance
does not cover liability for loss of personal property, nor does it cover costs for accommodation, transportation or replacement of vehicle if the
vehicle is stolen or should an incident occur that makes the rented vehicle inoperable. In these situations, and, depending on availability, a new,
signed, rental agreement must be in place before a replacement vehicle is provided. Incidents must be reported to Apollo immediately and no later
than 24 hours following their occurrence and must be accompanied by a written accident report and police report or file number, and any
information regarding an insurance claim arising from the Incident, including the insurance company, file number and contact information for the
claim handler(s).
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The Guest is responsible for the following maximum charges per incident:

1. RESTRICTIONS AND EXCLUSIONS
Unauthorized Areas

Unauthorized Areas are any restricted geographic areas which Apollo Motorhomes may determine at any time. A current list of Unauthorized Areas
will be available upon request at the time of rental. Without prior permission to drive the vehicle in these areas, there is no insurance coverage; the
Guest is responsible for all damages, related expenses and costs; the Guest is also subject to a $1500 penalty. Apollo Motorhomes reserves the right
to restrict access to specific geographic areas at any time. These restrictions may be applied at the time of pick up. The Guest assumes all
responsibility for any expense or loss of time while travelling in restricted geographic areas.

Festival Surcharge

There is a surcharge of $1,500 for all Apollo RV rentals and $2000 for all Star Rentals starting from any of our locations with permission to travel to
the Burning Man Festival in Nevada. Other festivals such as EDC in Las Vegas, is subject to a $750 charge per unit. A current list of festivals and
applicable surcharges will be available upon request at the time of rental. Apollo Motorhomes reserves the right to alter or change the list of
festivals affected by surcharges. Vehicles taken to festivals must be expressly requested and confirmed at the time of reservation. Guests who travel
to festivals without permission will be required to pay the festival surcharge at drop off and will void all insurance coverage. Apollo Motorhomes
reserves the right to restrict driving access at any time. These restrictions may be applied at the time of pick-up.

Travel Restricted Areas

Travel to Death Valley is limited to the low season (September 15 through May 15) due to extremely high temperatures which can cause system
failures.

Travel on the Dempster Highway in the Yukon is not permitted between September 15 and May 15 due to road conditions. We are happy for our
Guests to travel on this road between May 16 and September 14.
Travel to other remote areas not mentioned here may be possible, only if written permission is obtained from Apollo prior to travel.

Guests assume all responsibility for any expense or loss of time while traveling in restricted areas.

Urban restrictions

Campervans and Class “C” motorhomes cannot be driven to Manhattan due to parking and vehicle height restrictions. Vehicles carrying propane gas
are not permitted in Manhattan or to travel in underground or underwater tunnels.

Parking of your vehicle is prohibited in the greater metropolitan areas of Montreal and Ottawa. This includes all pay parking lots, hotel parking lots,
side streets, malls, etc. To travel into these areas, park your vehicle at a campsite and use public transportation, taxi, etc. In the event of a theft of
the vehicle itself, or any parts of the vehicle, that occurs in the Montreal or Ottawa metropolitan area, the Guest is responsible for $7,500.

Guest acknowledges that they have received instructions on the operation, use and maintenance of the vehicle. Guest understands that they
have received, reviewed and understand the training material regarding the operation of this vehicle.
